How Did Tampa Palms Vote?

Tampa Palms voted for Mayor Buckhorn— every pre-
cinct, no exceptions. The margins of support followed the
City trends with the new mayor garnering more than 60%+
of the votes that were cast in Tampa Palms.

But how many in Tampa Palms voted? The popular wis-
dom is that fewer Tampa Palms’ citizens vote than in other
portions of the City.

It is hard to be certain. There are three precincts that
serve Tampa Palms, but two of these precincts also serve
other non-Tampa Palms areas.

In the only precinct that is solely Tampa Palms, voters tal-
lied approximately the City-wide average but the other two
precincts showed far less participation.

In another interesting twist, 8% of the Tampa Palms citi-
zens who actually voted in the mayoral race did not vote for
any candidate in the City Council District 7 race.

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Its Time To Make Your Pool SAFE For The Summer
If You Have Children, And Even If You Do Not

Pools are a Florida staple and there are oodles of pools in

e Tampa Palms —more than 80% of
the homes have a pool or a spa,
and there is the ready availability
® of the Compton Park pool and
= the nearby YMCA pools.

Pools are child magnets and there
can be no question, Tampa Palms
children have access to pools.

Unfortunately with the fun of pools there are also dangers.
Florida leads the nation in child injury and death resulting
from accidental drowning. The grim sta-
tistics in Florida show that:
1 65% of child drowning occurs in
the home pool :
1 69% of the child drowning occurs
while one or both the parents are
responsible for supervision.
1 77% of the children who drowned
were seen less than five minutes before they were dis-
covered in the pool.

As you open your pool for this year, spend some time taking

stock of the safety of your pool.

1. Are barriers in place that will prevent .8 S
children in your home - or children & ﬁ”&!;
visiting your home— from accessing &’4ﬂ“=
the pool when unsupervised? — — -
Barriers come in many forms, from portable fences to
specialized pool nets. They all have a single goal- to
make sure children cannot get into the pool when alone.

2. Are warning devices in place that will signal adults if a
child or a pet has fallen into the pool?

3. Are doors to the outside properly equipped with self acti-
vating latches located at least 54 in from the ground to
prevent children from entering from the outside?

Even if no children live in your home, be certain your pool is
child-ready for visitors and neighbors.

Barriers, fences and latches are only part of the safety equa-
tion. All children should be taught how to swim. Tampa
Palms is very lucky to have the YMCA with its certified
swim training nearby. See page 4 for more information

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Work Ends On
Gas Pipeline

Household Chemicals
& Electronic Cleanup

FGT is completing the final stages of the cleanup work on the
gas pipeline that was installed along I 75. The construction
debris has been removed, along with the noise/welding barri-
ers that were placed around the “pig receiver”.

The pipeline, which will run from Louisiana to Miami, is tied
into an existing pipeline
under the Hillsborough
i River by way of a valve
system on the TECO land
along I 75 on the south por-
= tion of Yardley Way.

The “pig receiver”, a device
used to test and clean the
pipeline, is on the same
. TECO property but only
about 70 feet off Yardley
Way. Both the valves and
the pig receiver have been fenced.

In March the CDD approved plans to reforest the area along
the pond that separates I 75 from The Enclave. Today the
area is open to I 75 but in the next year

FDOT will construct a noise wall o —
shielding this part of Tampa Palms g
from I-75. :

The reforesting will provide additional
noise buffering, restore the beauty of g
the pond area and prevent erosion of - ==
the pond bank.

A variety of trees will be used includ-
ing bald cypress, water oaks, live oaks, slash pine, sabal
palms, wax myrtles, along with grasses and shrubs such as
saw palmetto, fakahatchee and chord grasses.

The work will commence in April.
